Under the patronage of H.E. Dr. Ahmed Nazif, Prime Minister
of the Arab Republic of Egypt, the Arab Transport Forum will be
held on the 30" of October at the Semiramis Intercontinental
Hotel, 2008 in Cairo, Egypt. The Forum is organized by Al-
Iktissad Wal-Aamal Group, in partnership with the Ministry
of Transport, in cooperation with the League of Arab Sates,
and the Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia
“ESCWA”.

This Forum comes at a time, when the transport sector is
witnessing a fast pace of development plans and projects that
have attracted major foreign investments, and against the
backdrop of the rapid growth of the Egyptian economy and
the reform agenda that has shaped a new investment climate

in Egypt.

The transport sector plays a focal role in any economy and is
one of the key components of growth given the importance of
transportation and logistics as incentives to the development
of the industrial and services sectors, particularly in terms of
promoting complementarities between these sectors and in
terms of its impact on cost and competitiveness. The roads,
railways, airports and new ports being developed in Egypt
naturally complement development plans in the agricultural,
construction, and industrial sectors, as well as the creation of
new tourism resorts and destinations, and the expansion of
international trade and logistics services.

The reform process taking place in Egypt has become a center
of attention for economic policy makers as well as Arab and
international investors, given the success achieved so far. It
is expected that $17 billion will be invested in the transport
sector within the next five years to meet the demands of the
expanding economy.

Moreover, the Egyptian transport sector has a regional and
international dimension in view of the country’s strategic
location between Europe, Asia and Africa and its importance
as a major trade hub especially given the role of the Suez
Canal in the world economy.
